She 

told us that she had been praying for someone to come and visit 

her because she was feeling lonely and she thought that 

everybody had

We sang worship songs and held a bible study at her house. 

She served us fruits and drinks afterwards. We will never 

forget her kindness and her genuine love for the Lord. We 

promised her that we would visit her again soon. Seeing 

this woman of God and her living conditions showed us 

that we don’t need much in this world as long as we have 

Jesus Christ we should have contentment.
