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  Home is what you make it! That is definitely true here in Thailand. We have a saying when something goes 

wrong here – “Well, you’re in Thailand”.  That means the things that we are used to and are accustom to in America are 

not necessary going to be provided for here in Thailand. For instance, our home has a kitchen in the back patio. It’s like 

camp cooking everyday. The bathroom is all tiles because the shower and toilet are all in the same area. So, when you 

shower the whole bathroom gets wet.  But, it is easier to clean…… just take a hose to the whole place and you’re done. 

                              

 Our work at Cornerstone Church has begun. Flora is now teaching the kids Christmas music for a Christmas 

program that the church will be putting on at the local mall.  The pastor is teaching all of us the “Christian” Thai words 

and we are working on our Thai reading and writing. I’ve been out ministrering with the pastor on house calls and have 

helped him with the building project. We will be done with Timothy’s House by November 29th. Flora and I will be 

running the children programs as soon as the building is completed.
